Rationale
	To establish procedures for responding to fire evacuation


Statement

	All fire alarms affecting Chesters Nursery should be responded to immediately     


Key Establishment Procedure

	· If you discover a fire raise the alarm immediately by activating the nearest fire alarm call point
· The clerical will call 999 to alert emergency services. In her absence this will be done by one of the management team.

· The clerical will be responsible for taking the Grab bag with emergency contact details. In her absence this will be done by one of the management team.

· Staff will respond to alarm and in a calm manner, supervise and assist the evacuation of children/parents/visitors to the designated assembly point
· Each room will evacuate via the playroom Fire Exit doors on to the nursery play area following the path to the garden area assembly point. Each room will have their own fire register
· At the assembly point each room to gather separately e.g room 1(3/5) room 2 (3/5) room 3(2/3)
· On arrival at the assembly points staff should check registers and report to management team
· Fire Wardens are responsible when evacuating for ensuring corridors, playrooms and toilet are clear, this will be undertaken by Tracey, Jane, Nicole/ Deborah 
· All should remain at the fire safety point until you are informed by Tracey if it is safe to enter the building or for further instruction
· Children Sleeping/ Non walkers Evacuation Procedure 

· In the event of a fire or if the alarm sounds and children are asleep, you must adhere to the following: 

· All sleeping children/non walkers must be held securely in a Nursery employee’s arms 
· PEEP completed where necessary for individual staff or children

	Ensure a system is developed to comply with the guidance on Fire procedures

	Child Development Officers

	Adhere to and be aware of the fire evacuation procedures outlined in this policy
